I am mindful of the interconnectedness of all regions and states. I cannot sit idly in prison and not be
concerned about what is happening to our children. Crime and violence anywhere is a danger to our young
people everywhere. We are trapped in an unavoidable netting of affinity, bound by a moralistic principle of
righteousness. Anything that concerns one child adversely, concerns all children circuitously. In no way can we

afford to turn our backs on our children. Any at risk child who lives in America deserves to be saved.

I deplore what crime, drugs and violence are doing to American communities. There can be no denying
the fact that juvenile crime overwhelms this nation. Currently, 15.5 million children live in poverty; primarily,
because on a grander scale one in seven Americans live in poverty. These are hard, brutal facts of the crisis. On

the basis of these conditions, I am reaching out to the parents of this great nation.

As 1 in 8 children continue to die daily by gun violence, I remain optimistic that you will see the benefit
on working with me to save our children. Truthfully, this isn’t about me or my desire to someday be free, but it
is about my desire for them to not end up like me. Mindful of the difficulties involved, T decided to do a dry run
of my proposed practices. [ instructed a series of workshops on certified change with fellow prisoners — mainly
young adults, and there was positive feedback from staff and inmates. The focal point was around my books:
Leaders Breed Leaders and How to Stop Your Children from Going to Prison, which offered special insight and

attention to promising solutions to juvenile delinquency and criminal street gang activity.

Today, I am asking you to read How to Save Our Children from Crime, Drugs and Violence. 1t’s going

to help you save your children and provide them with a positive and productive future.

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As many as 200,000 youth under
age 18 are prosecuted in adult
criminal courts across the United
States yearly. As you all know
our youth are on a trajectory that
leads to marginalized lives and
premature death. Over 600.000
teens dropped out of High School
during the 2007-2008 school year.
(More than seventy-five percent of
State prisoners are school
dropouts; and fifty-nine percent of
Federal offenders.) Also in 2008,
juveniles accounted for 16% of all
violent crime arrests and 11%
(1,740) of all homicide victims
were under the age 18. More than
one-third (38%) of all young
murder victims were younger than
age 5. This year, in Chicago alone,
there have been more than 132
young people murdered. So I am
writing this newsletter because I
want to help you help them.
